The Cocking Hill car park
is about half a mile south of Cocking on the west side of the road where the
SDW crosses the A286. The post code is: GU29 OHS

There are no facilities of any kind at the Cocking SDW car park (even mobile
network coverage is a bit dodgy). But two miles south at Singleton is the
Studio Tearoom (which serves breakfasts as well as teas). We only discovered
this after completing the SDW, so we have not tried it. It is on the A286 at
Cobblers Corner, Singleton, PO18 OHN telephone 01243 811899 .
